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BACKGROUND: Drinking water supplies for
the City of Newburgh and Town of New
Windsor were contaminated by toxic
chemicals called PFAS, known as “forever
chemicals,” because they do not break
down in the environment. The main source
of these chemicals is Stewart Air National
Guard Base, where firefighting foams were
used and spilled, contaminating
groundwater and streams for decades.

These chemicals have been linked to
serious health effects including: altered
immune and thyroid function, liver disease,
kidney disease, adverse reproductive &
developmental outcomes, and cancer.

Newburgh and New Windsor currently rely
on alternate water sources — New York
City’s reservoir system. Filters are also in
place to remove chemicals.
